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The following information is to assist you in understanding the Gallery environment and our expectations of students when participating in learning programs at the National Portrait Gallery.

· Photography, video or still photography is permitted in the Gordon Darling Hall and the exterior of the building only

· Photography is not permitted in the galleries because there are a large number of works on loan and part of their loan agreement specifies that photography is not permitted 
· Touching any of the art works is not permitted because this will damage the work

· No running in the Gallery is permitted as this may be problematic for the safety of the art work, and other visitors

· No leaning, resting or sitting on walls, art works, plinths or display cases in the galleries. There are seats located throughout the galleries and stools and cushions are provided for groups

· Drawing materials are supplied by the NPG staff for use in the program activities in the gallery and students are closely supervised by the NPG Education staff. Pencils are the only drawing material allowed in the galleries
· No felt pens, ballpoint pens or felt-tipped pens as these contain ink that is difficult to remove from most surfaces. For this reason, we insist students to use soft pencils 2B, 4B or 6B in the Gallery
· Clip boards and pencils are available at the information desk for use by self guiding groups. Please ensure that the students are appropriately supervised with their drawing/writing activity. Please return equipment at the completion of your session at the Gallery

· Water bottles or food, including chewing gum, are not permitted in the galleries

· Mobile phones are not to be used in the Gallery as they disrupt the experience of other visitors

· Personal MP3 players are not permitted for school groups. There is an audio visual tour for use in the Gallery in limited numbers

· Back packs are not permitted under any circumstances in the gallery
